Yap Jack Plus FAQ 


Do I need a computer to use a Yap Jack Plus?
No. The Yap Jack Plus works through a standard telephone line by dialing into an ISP. No need for a computer! 



   

Can I make a second call without having to dial my ISP again?
Yes. After ending the first call, the Yap Jack Plus LCD will prompt you for the next number to dial. 



   

If I acquire a new Yap Jack Plus account number (or a new ISP access number, etc.), do I need to re-enter all of my information again?
No. All you need to do is change that one piece of information.



   

Can I use a fax machine with my YAP Jack Plus?
No. You cannot use a fax machine with your Yap Jack Plus.



   

Can I leave my Yap Jack Plus plugged into the wall jack all the time?
Yes. The Yap Jack Plus is designed to stay connected to your telephone line and will not interfere with your regular phone calls. You can also use your Yap Jack Plus on the same line as an answering machine.



     

Can I connect my Yap Jack Plus to a digital PBX?
No. The Yap Jack Plus is not compatible with a digital PBX line and may be damaged if connected to a digital PBX line. If you wish to use your Yap Jack Plus with a digital PBX phone system, you must use an analog-to-digital modem converter.



     

Will my cordless phone work with the YAP Jack Plus?
Yes. Cordless phones are compatible with the Yap Jack Plus. Simply connect the cord to the same phone jack that you would a regular phone.



     

How do I dial a number with the Yap Jack Plus?
First, press the @ button. Then, dial as though you are in the United States. Therefore, when calling a number in New Jersey, for example, dial 1-201-555-1212. To call a number outside of North America, dial 011 + country code + city code + number.



     

Can I use AOL as my Internet Service Provider (ISP) with the Yap Jack Plus?
No. The YAP Jack Plus will not currently work with AOL as the device requires an ISP that utilizes Point-to-Point Protocol (PPP).



     

What do I do if I need to dial a 9 before the ISP dial-up number?
Simply enter the 9 before the ISP's local access number in the ISP Tel Num. setting.



     

How can I disable call waiting?
To disable call waiting, enter the Extended Configuration menu and go to Call Waiting. Select In Use and save your entry. Now, scroll down to C-W Block Code, and enter the code to block the call waiting feature, and save your entry.



     

How do I know how much money I have left in my account?
When connected on a call, press the OK button twice.



     

How do I enter my user name and password with the alphanumeric key codes?
Please use the alphanumeric keyboard map found in the Quick Start Guide and Chapter 5 of the manual.



     

My ISP requires me to enter in the "@" symbol and the domain name when I log on. Does the Yap Jack Plus accommodate this symbol?
Yes, it does. When you are entering your ISP login user name information, just press the "1" key on the telephone keypad 2 times for the "@" symbol and 3 times for the "." (period/dot) in the domain name.



     

My Yap Jack Plus has very low audio. How can I raise the volume?
There are two things that you should check if you are experiencing low audio on the Yap Jack Plus. First and foremost, check the volume on the phone. If the volume is still too low, press the up arrow button on your Yap Jack Plus while you are speaking until the volume is high enough.
